2. Embrace the urgency.
e Be honest—what do your daily prayers reveal about what matters most to you?

e What keeps you from living with more urgency?

3. Get out there.
e What are some signs that a Christian, or even a church, has turned inward instead of outward?

e What ways can we, as a group, trend towards being inward vs outward?
